Treasurer’s Report
Sandra O’Connell

The accounts for the year ended 30th April 2005 are attached to this report (Appendix I). You will note that we have made a deficit this year of £1,664 (2004 Deficit £175).  This warrants explanation as follows: -

As indicated last year the committee successfully recruited a development officer with the express aim of raising the profile of Salisbury netball to encourage more teams to enter the league. Please see below a table of costs and benefits obtained from spending:

In addition to this instead of just placing adverts in the Salisbury Journal a newsletter was created to send to every affiliated member and good feedback was obtained.  The plan is for the next one to be sent electronically saving on print costs.  Everyone’s email address will be collected at the affiliation evening.  If anyone knows of a business that may want to sponsor the “Netballer of the year” then this would save the league paying this in future.

Due to the disappointing numbers in the winter league 2003/2004 and hence the lack of games that year the committee acted on upon the feedback to give teams more games. We did this by scheduling the Winter 2004/2005 league for each team to play each other 3 times to increase the netball.  There was however a cost to this in terms of the increased court hours, coupled with Westwood increasing their fees by 15% after we had issued court fees costs.  Approx cost £300. Westwood had also undercharged the league for the previous season and additional court fees relating to last year were paid late amounting to £171.  The league has therefore absorbed that cost this year but court fees will have to be reviewed for next season in the context of the number of teams and the fixtures.  The reduced number of entry fees of £215 also reduced the contribution to the league’s running costs.

Whiteparish had an outstanding debt with us when they pulled out of the league and despite chasing letters we have not received payment.  I have therefore taken the decision to write this off.

May I once again re-iterate that individual committee members also devote personal resources to SDNA and hence these costs are not reflected in the accounts.  I would also like to thank Anton at the Cloisters for being so generous to let us hold meetings here free of charge.

These accounts have been independently reviewed and I will be recommending that the Chair sign these.

Going forward the committee continues to review its costs and indeed what it can save. This year we have already identified that player’s player for every team is not financially viable and the poor attendance at presentation evenings to collect these does not justify the cost of £330 in last year’s accounts.  An increase in court fees and the absence of some unusual expenditure this year will see the accounts showing a more break-even position again. 




Thank you as ever to those Clubs who have paid fees promptly and by cheque.  I would ask your continued assistance and wherever possible please pay by cheque.

Thank you to my fellow committee members for giving up their precious free time to the running of the Salisbury netball league.

Finally I would be happy to stand as Treasurer for 2005/2006.

Comments:

Val Dolan (Blue Jay’s) queried postage costs doubling.  Sandra clarified that this item was broken down later in her report and included advertising and web maintenance costs too.


Fixtures Secretary

Senior / Junior Coaching
Kelly Smith

In my role as Junior Development Coach I’ve been involved with coaching at eight junior schools in the Salisbury area during the winter season. This has meant leading 2/3 sessions in each school with a sports teacher observing so they were able to cover the skills & activities I didn’t cover. The schools are given a coaching pack to help them, which covers all the basic movement skills required. This should hopefully improve the standard of netball in the area and give them more confidence to join a club.

My view is, we as a league & clubs are still not doing enough to develop junior netball in Salisbury. After all these years, we still only have one junior club playing in the league.

Since January, on behalf of Salisbury District Council & with the help of Sam Ailano, have been running Netball Sports Stars. It is held at The Five Rivers on a Tuesday evening 4.00 – 6.00pm aimed at both girls & boys in years 5, 6 & 7. We currently have 17 children in the first session & 15 children in the second session. The aim is for those children who are in year 7 at the start of the academic year can become eligible to join Blue Jays, if the spaces are available. 

As Senior Development Coach I’m still very much involved with SDH & FP, and will continue to do so as long as they still want me! I’ve also done a number of sessions with Phoenix Knights.  

As you will be aware I tried to run a coaching evening at the beginning of the year, for all league players but low numbers made sure it didn’t happen.  The second one took place in May, again low numbers, only 10!  However, this time I lead the session & the ladies worked really hard for 2 hours. So thank you to those who turned up.

Proposals/amendments to the rules

Following an accident in the Mixed League a query was raised regarding the injury time allowed.  Under SDNA rules it states:

All injury time will be added to the last quarter with a maximum of 5 minutes.

In the event of any injury where a player can not be moved from the court, if the stoppage took place within or before ¾ time, the match will be postponed and rearranged. On completion of ¾ time or beyond, the match result will stand.

The committee would like to clarify the first sentence, as it is not clear.

Suggested wording:

‘Up to 2 mins per incident will be allowed during play.  All injury time will be added to the last quarter with a maximum of 5 minutes.’’

APPENDIX II

SALISBURY & DISTRICT NETBALL ASSOCIATION

RULES 2005/2006
1.
LEAGUE DIVISIONS


The number of divisions will be at the discretion of the Committee.


Any new teams shall be seeded at the discretion of the Committee.

Promotion and relegation will be at the discretion of the Committee, with prior warning to the teams involved.

2.
VENUES


League matches will be played at Westwood St. Thomas Regional Netball Centre, except in exceptional circumstances, at venues approved by the Committee.

3.
REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS

Winter/Summer Leagues.

A list of players registered to each club must be submitted to the Fixtures Secretary prior to the league commencing. Once submitted, names cannot be substituted and a player may only register for one club at one time during a season, 1st September to 1st August.


Transfers (Winter/Summer Leagues only) 

A player may transfer from one club to another, as soon as the Fixtures Secretary has been notified in writing.   


Registrations (All) 
All new registrations should be received by the Fixtures Secretary, together with the appropriate fee before the match is played.


Unregistered Players (All) 
Any team playing unregistered players will lose their league commitment levy and have 5 points deducted.  

Mixed League. 

A list of players registered to each team must be submitted to the Fixtures Secretary prior to the league commencing.  Once submitted, names cannot be substituted and a player may only play for one team throughout the entire team’s fixture.  No transfer is allowed between teams or clubs.

AENA rules shall apply with the exception of:  A maximum of 3 male players (and a minimum of 2 male players) shall be on court at anyone time.  It is not possible to have more than one male in either of your attacking or defending circles at any one time.  We will expect to see: 


a GS or GA


a WA, C or WD and 


a GK or GD.

4.
AGES


The minimum age for players is 14, however, players under this age may be allowed to play at the Committee’s discretion.

Where a team is comprised of all under 18’s players, their matches will be played where possible at the earliest start time.

5.
UMPIRES

Each team entering the league must nominate an umpire who is prepared to fulfil the team’s umpiring commitment.  Teams are responsible for fulfilling their umpiring commitment.  This includes checking with their nominated umpire each week to ensure they are available.  If an umpire is not available then the team must provide a suitable replacement themselves.  Any team failing to provide and umpire, after their 1st offence, will have 2 points deducted from their total for each offence, and will loose their league commitment levy.


Umpires must be AENA qualified (with recent experience) or SDNA approved.  SDNA umpires will be re-assessed annually.  All affiliated AENA umpires registered to a Club must be listed on the SDNA Entry Form.


Each team will be allocated duties throughout the season.  Each team is to provide the umpire with their team card prior to the start of the game.  

The appropriate umpire’s fee will be paid direct to the umpire by SDNA, which is included in your court fees.


In the event of an umpire failing to arrive, the team can request the help of another umpire if there is one present, if not, the match will be postponed and re-arranged.

The committee reserve the right to allocate umpires to specific fixtures to safeguard the welfare of all players.

6.
SCORING


5 points for a win


3 points for a draw


1 point for obtaining 50% of the opponents score


1 additional point for obtaining 5 goals within the winning teams score.


If there is a tie on points at the end of the season, the team with the best goal difference shall be the winner.  If the goal difference is equal, then the team with the highest goals shall win.

7.
UNPLAYED MATCHES


All fixtures should be completed.  There will be no re-arranged fixtures due to cold/wet weather conditions or to requests from Clubs due to other commitments.   

If a team cancels they will forfeit the match, pay both teams court fees and loose their league commitment levy.  The team cancelling must inform the fixture secretary, duty committee member, opposing team and the teams supplying umpires.  The non-offending team will be given 5 points and the goal average for the Winter/Summer League fixture.

Adverse Weather Conditions –
Stop game immediately.  Within or before ¾ time the match will be postponed and re-arranged.  On completion of ¾ time or beyond, the match result will stand.

All Umpires and duty Committee Member must be in total agreement to postpone.  Failing total agreement, Committee Member’s decision will be final. 

Floodlight Failure –
Stop game immediately. Within or before ¾ time the match will be postponed and re-arranged.  On completion of ¾ time or beyond, the match result will stand.

8.
LATE ARRIVALS

Teams are advised to be ready to play 2 minutes before the start of a match. Teams should be dressed to play before taking the court.  The klaxon/bell will be sounded twice as a warning 5 minutes before the start time of the match.  The klaxon/bell will signal the start and end of central timing.  Matches will commence on the umpires whistle.

Umpires are ordered to start the match with 5 or more players on court at the right time.

If a team is more than 5 minutes late for the start of a match it will be cancelled. The non-offending team will be awarded 5 points and the goal average for their half of the season.

The offending team will pay both teams match fees.

Up to 5 minutes late, the non-offending team will be given a 15 goal advantage.

If an umpire is late (up to 5 minutes), the teams can decide to play with a shortened first quarter, this is to maintain the central timing.  However, if an umpire is 5 minutes or more late, the match will be postponed and rearranged.

9.
INJURY

Up to 2 mins per incident will be allowed during play.  All injury time will be added to the last quarter with a maximum of 5 minutes.

In the event of any injury where a player can not be moved from the court, if the stoppage took place within or before ¾ time, the match will be postponed and rearranged.  On completion of ¾ time or beyond, the match result will stand.

10.
SUBSTITUTION OF PLAYERS

A lower team player may play for any higher team, but once a player has played in more than two games for that team, she is then a member of that team.

If a Club wish to demote a player, the Fixtures Secretary should be informed before she plays and can not be promoted again until the Winter/Summer League fixtures have been completed.

11.
SCORE CARDS

Both teams must return their scorecard, to be received by the Fixtures Secretary by the following Wednesday.  If cards do not arrive you will loose your league commitment levy.

A post box will be available on match nights in the Umpires Hut for your convenience.  If you 
fail to use this facility the above ruling applies. 

12.  DISPUTES

Any queries or disputes must be discussed through the captain with the umpire and duty committee member on the night concerned.  Teams should record their versions of the dispute in writing and send to the chair.  The dispute will then be discussed at the next committee meeting and a decision taken.

13. DISCIPLINE

Disciplinary action will be taken against any player, team or spectator considered by the umpire, duty committee member or the committee at a later date, who is involved in bad or unsporting behaviour including the use of bad language.  A verbal warning may be given to a player/team/spectator/ for dangerous play or verbal abuse of a player or umpire.  The committee also reserve the right to suspend a player for consistent unsporting behaviour.  

14.
GENERAL

The League Secretary should be informed of any change of address/telephone details of the 
Club Secretary/Treasurer or umpire.

Gloves can only be worn for medical reasons, on production of a medical certificate.

Each team must provide a First Aid Kit.

A player must not play after 12 weeks of pregnancy or umpire after 20 weeks.

Any team not represented at the SDNA AGM will loose their league commitment levy.   Teams not represented at the Wiltshire County Netball Association AGM will be fined (Wiltshire set their own fines).

Any Club or member of the SDNA maybe suspended at the discretion of the Committee.

The League Commitment Levy will be lost if teams default on the rules.  However the committee reserve the right to fine teams in addition, should rules continually be broken.  Fines will set at £10.00 per offence, subject to variations at the discretion of the committee.

APPENDIX III

SALISBURY & DISTRICT NETBALL ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION 2005/2006

1.
ORGANISATION

The organisation shall be called the Salisbury and District Netball Association. The initials SDNA shall be used when appropriate.

2.
FORMATION


The SDNA is formed as a voluntary body for the amateur sport of Netball within the Salisbury area and surrounding districts.

3.
OBJECTIVES

To encourage men, women and young people of all abilities to take part in and enjoy Netball and thereafter sustain their interest.

To develop the opportunities to play Netball within the SDNA and promote closer links with local clubs, schools and companies, whilst developing the standard of Netball played therein.

4.
AFFILIATION

All members must affiliate and play to AENA rules. However, newly formed Clubs entering SDNA for their first season (either winter or summer) will be permitted one year free gratis from AENA affiliation. Ref: AENA Handbook – By Law 4.1.7.
5.
REGISTRATION

Each team shall be required to pay an annual registration fee to the SDNA, decided by the committee.  Fees for the forthcoming season are as follows:

Individuals who register to the SDNA are bound by the Constitution and Rules of the SDNA.

The committee reserves the right to amend these fees if the need arises’

6.  LEAGUE COMMITMENT LEVY


Teams entering the league are to pay a league commitment levy, currently £40.00 for the winter and £30.00 for the summer & mixed leagues.  This will be returned if all the teams’ matches, umpiring commitments, and attendance at the AGM are fulfilled.   Any subsequent offences are at the discretion of the committee to penalise.

7.
FUNDING
7.1
General

To collect any money for the SDNA in the way of affiliation fees, match fees and fines, which shall be used solely for the objectives of the SDNA and development / maintenance of the Westwood St. Thomas Regional Netball Centre.

The SDNA financial year shall run from the 1st May to the 30th April.

The Treasurer is empowered to keep proper accounts and regularly report to the committee on financial matters affecting the SDNA. The Treasurer shall present a statement, independently examined by a suitably qualified person, at the AGM.

7.2
Fund-Raising

To raise funds by any lawful means, whereby all registered members to the SDNA will be expected to take part.

7.3
Donations

To receive any donations towards the operating costs of the Westwood St. Thomas Regional Netball Centre, to the benefit of the SDNA.

9.
MEETINGS


9.1
Annual General Meeting (AGM)


An Annual General Meeting shall take place giving 21 days notice to the members, at which all committee members will be elected for one year. A representative from each affiliated club must attend. The SDNA reserves the right to impose a fine on clubs that do not comply.

At the AGM the Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson will chair the meeting.  All existing committee members shall retire, but be eligible for re-election.

Candidates for election of the committee must be proposed and seconded by affiliated members.

The names of the candidates, proposed and seconded members should be completed on a Committee Nominations form.  The completed form should be sent to the League Secretary, prior to the AGM.  Nominations will also be accepted from the floor.

Voting shall be by show of hands.  In case of a tied vote, the Chairperson shall have a casting vote.


9.2
Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM)

An Extraordinary General Meeting can be called, if requested, by at least 7 members of the Committee, 14 days shall be given in writing to all members.  A representative from each affiliated club must attend.  The SDNA reserves the right to impose a fine on clubs which do not comply.

Voting shall be by show of hands.  In case of a tied vote, the Chairperson shall have a casting vote.

9.3
Committee Meetings

The Committee shall meet as often as required to conduct the business affairs and plan events.

Any member of the committee has a right to call a meeting.  No decision can be made unless there is a quorum of 7 members.

Voting shall be by show of hands.  In case of a tied vote, the Chairperson shall have a casting vote.

10.
DISSOLUTION

In the event of the dissolution of the SDNA and after all debt and liabilities have been satisfied, any money or equipment shall be transferred for holding to the Westwood St. Thomas Regional Netball Centre, Salisbury.
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
