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Leagues

The Salisbury & District Netball Association run three leagues throughout the year.  

The Winter league begins in September and runs through to April (Wednesday evenings)  

The Summer league begins in May and runs through to July (Wednesday evenings).

The Mixed league begins in May and runs through to July (Tuesday evenings).

All matches are played at The Regional Netball Centre, Westwood School, Westwood Road, Salisbury.

Times of Matches

Early matches are at 7.15pm.

Late matches are at 8.30pm.

2. Affiliation

If you are a new team/club joining any of our leagues, you will be given a year’s grace for affiliation, but must affiliate to ‘The England Netball Association’ in the second year.  We hold a registration evening at the start of the winter league when you are expected to provide names and full addresses of players and pay your affiliation fees.  For the summer and mixed leagues you will be sent a form to complete and return before the season starts

3. Fees

For every league you enter, there will be an entry fee into the league.  Deposits are also required and will be banked. Deposits are returned at the end of the season so long as your league and umpiring commitments are fulfilled, this includes attendance at the AGM.

We will send you an invoice for your court fees. The invoice will also include the fee for your umpire to cover their travelling costs. The duty committee member will pay the umpire on the evening concerned.

4. Umpiring

Each team entering the league will be expected to provide an umpire.  For those teams with no umpire a year’s grace will be given.  You will be expected to ensure that members of your team during the year’s grace attend an umpire’s course so that you are able to supply your own umpire for subsequent years.   

If your team plays early matches, you will need to provide an umpire for the later match.  If your team plays late, you will need to provide an umpire for the early match.

An Umpiring Meeting is held before the start of each league to allocate all of the matches with umpires.  Your club captain and umpires are expected to attend.

5. Courses

Umpiring and coaching courses are held on a regular basis and all teams/clubs are encouraged to participate.

Details of such events are listed in the Committee meeting minutes.  To receive a copy via email, please contact the League Secretary (who’s details can be found in your pack).

6. The Committee

The Committee is made up of 12 fellow netball players/umpires who volunteer their time and energy in running the leagues on a yearly basis.  The Committee meet on a regular basis throughout the year to ensure the smooth running of the leagues.   Details of Committee members can be found in the League Packs, given to you before each league commences. 

An AGM is held in June, whereby the structure of the committee is set up.

7. Rules & Constitution

These can be found in your pack given to you prior to commencement of the league.

We suggest you familiarise yourselves with these to ensure you are aware of the rules that exist in the Salisbury League.
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
