SDNA Netball Survey

Results Report
The Committee recently met to discuss the recommendations of the SDNA survey presented at the 2004 AGM.  In addition they considered all comments made by clubs within the survey itself.  The results of these discussions can be found on the attached.

Survey Recommendations
The actions agreed by the Committee (see attached) will be incorporated into the SDNA development plan and be circulated to clubs in due course.  This is part of our commitment to communicating better with our clubs.  In addition, all minutes of meetings will only be available by email or on the website.  Any club member can receive minutes and other information by simply sending their email address to Julie Mack at juliemack@3663.co.uk.

The survey report also recommended that the Committee speak with any club who through their survey responses we felt a one to one meeting would be of benefit to the club and most importantly the league.  The Committee did not feel that any response warrants a meeting but would stress we are more than happy to meet with any club who wishes to discuss issues relating to the league and its management.

A mentoring process for umpires has been developed and will be put into place.  This is linked to the umpire training.  Also with regard to umpiring we considered the possibility of a ‘supply’ umpire list but this is not presently possible due to the shortage of umpires who are already committed to the league and its game nights.

The code of practice for both players and umpires has been revised and circulated to clubs.  We ask that everyone play an active part to ensure netball is enjoyable for all.

It has also been agreed that the original survey results would be made available on the website and that this process would be carried out every two years (next survey due 2006).

County Development
The development of netball is being addressed as a countywide initiative and this includes working with schools.  A number of committee members recently attended a meeting of our counterparts from across the county and the following notes are provided for your information.  I think you will agree this shows further commitment of the committee to developing netball in Salisbury.

Steve advised about available funding in respect of supporting the running of courses.  This is especially applicable for courses attended by under 25’s.

There is also support and mentoring available for newly trained coaches from Wilts County.

Discussion regarding the promotion of junior netball in Salisbury, with the possibility of bringing a county netball fixture to Salisbury in order for juniors to watch a higher level of netball.  The possible venue could be Salisbury Leisure Centre for the indoor match and South Wilts school outdoor courts.  Discussed the importance for juniors to be spotted if they are talented, there are good facilities for academies in SW Region.  Performance standards workshops are being held to stop teachers sending unsuitable juniors to trials.

Wilts County website contains a link to the SDNA website.  The Wilts website is undergoing a review to update it.

Pat Salter is qualified as an umpiring tutor so may be available to take courses.
