ENGLAND NETBALL – COMPETITION REVIEW

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The review

England Netball’s competition review has been conducted by groups comprising executive officers and volunteers, players, coaches and administrators, from all sectors of the sport. The initial review proposals were produced by a Review Group which met between February and May 2004. These proposals were subsequently tested, and additional detail added, by a Project Group which met between September and November 2004. At the same time, the proposals for a new Super League were debated first within England Netball’s Performance Directorate, and latterly by representatives of the current Super Cup franchises.

The objectives

The proposals compiled under the competition review recognise the following needs within English netball:

· To address specific, identified weaknesses within the current competition structure

· To prioritise and support club development

· To accord with the principles of the Long-Term Athlete Development model for netball

· To support the World Class element of the Whole Sport Plan – on the basis that international success is paramount, for its own sake, developmentally and commercially

The review proposals seek to outline a new structure which is:

· Player-centred
· Accessible
· Appropriate
· Exciting – to players
· Developmental – for players, coaches and umpires
· Marketable – commercially

· Structured
· High-quality
· Maximal – encouraging participants to be the best they can be at their level
· Identifies and encourages talent
· Dynamic / flexible
· Progressive – from one level to the next

Open-age netball

The review proposals envisage a pyramid structure for open-age netball, delivered primarily through clubs. That pyramid has at its peak the new Super League, beneath which sit two new nationwide Premier Divisions. Beneath the Premier Divisions sit nine regional structures, each one headed by a Regional League, and comprising a hierarchical framework of area/county and local/district leagues. Promotion and relegation will allow teams to move upwards and downwards within the pyramid, from Local or District League to Premier Division.

To augment this league structure, a new national knock-out tournament will be introduced in the form of a Challenge Cup. This competition will be supplemented by Plate and Shield tournaments for those who are eliminated from the main competition in the early rounds.

i.  Super League

The principal objectives of the new Super League can be summarised as:

· To provide a regular and intense elite competition for the development of international players, coaches and officials

· To provide a marketing focal point for the domestic season

The Super League competition will run between October and June – although its inaugural season will be played between September 2005 and March 2006, to finish in time for the 2006 Commonwealth Games. During that period there will be three blocks of fixtures, with breaks for international matches. 

Initially there will be eight teams in Super League: six regional or “super-regional” franchises, together with representation from FENA. There will be no promotion or relegation into or out of Super League: these franchises will be awarded against applications, and will be governed by minimum operating standards in respect of their management, operations and facilities. The long-term objective for the competition will be to include nine regional franchise teams.

A significant change from the Super Cup will be that there will be no player draft. Each franchise will be required to “grow its own” players, and there will be a limit placed on the number of players who are not eligible to represent England. Super League players will not be eligible to represent teams or clubs in other domestic competitions.

These teams will play each other home and away across 14 rounds of the regular season, followed by play-offs. Matches will be played wherever possible at the England Netball centres which are part of the English Institute of Sport network. Overall, the competition will be controlled by a discrete management committee within England Netball.

ii.  Premier Divisions

There will be two Premier Divisions, 1 and 2, forming the highest level of achievement for team within the domestic game. These will each be comprised of ten teams with a nationwide spread, which will play each other home and away across 18 rounds over the course of a regular season between September and March. There will be promotion and relegation between the two divisions, and between Premier Division 2 and the Regional Leagues below.

iii.  Regional structures

Each of England Netball’s regions will be charged with producing a competition framework which delivers the core principles of the overall review – but which acknowledges the individual circumstances and strengths of the region. 

Each region will promote a Regional League as its highest level of team competition. The size and structure of this league will be subject to local determination. Beneath it will be a number of area or county leagues which will be linked into it by a system of promotion and relegation; beneath these area/county leagues will be district or local leagues which will also offer the opportunity for teams to ascend the league ladder. Netball in each of these competitions will be played over the course of the winter season, broadly from September until March.

iv.  Promotion and relegation

Promotion and relegation within this structure will take place in accordance with the following key principles:

· The league leaders should be recognised and rewarded

· The teams finishing bottom of their league should ordinarily be relegated

· As many teams as possible should be involved in promotion / relegation play-offs, to maintain interest in the season

There will be detailed mechanisms for movement between the two Premier Divisions, and between Premier Division 2 and the Regional Leagues. Herein each region will be required to nominate its champion club, and to allow both for that champion being promoted, and for a Premier Division 2 club based within the region to be relegated. Meanwhile, intra-regional movement, between the Regional League and the area/county Leagues, and between the area/county Leagues and the local/district leagues, will be determined locally. Within each of these mechanisms there will be the option for teams to decline promotion if they so wish.

v.  Challenge Cup

There will be a new national knock-out tournament in the shape of a Challenge Cup, played between September and June each year (but between March and July in its inaugural year, 2005-06). This will be open entry for all clubs/teams, while other nations’ teams may also be invited to enter. Premier Division teams will be seeded for entry in the later rounds of the competition, while there will be Plate and Shield competitions for teams which are knocked out in the earlier rounds. Each of the three competitions will build towards a showpiece finale in June or July each year.

Junior/youth netball

The review proposals for junior, youth and schools netball remain in draft form, awaiting further discussion and finalisation by a new, expert review group including representation from schools, clubs, counties, regions, Active Sports, and the talent identification and performance programmes. While this process is conducted, the status quo will remain within these sectors: any changes will be planned for introduction in the 2006-07 season.

Implementation

The implementation of the review proposals has been planned with the following key principles in mind:

· There is a need to move quickly, to ward off inertia

· Teams’ existing commitments must be acknowledged, especially over facilities

· Change must be moved which involves all levels of the game, not just the elite

· Clubs/teams need to be given time to find their level, over two or three seasons

· There must be sympathy with the plans of, and developments within, regions and counties 

With these in mind, the following two-year plan has been devised:

2005-06
2006-07

· Introduce Super League, Sept – March

· NCL and ECL as currently, but with no Super League players

· Introduce Regional Leagues on a provisional basis – teams playing each other once, and no promotion/relegation

· Inaugural Challenge Cup, March – July 
· Super League continues, October – June 

· Introduce Premier Divisions 1 & 2

· Regional Leagues fully implemented, home and away fixtures, promotion and relegation at season’s end

· NCL and ECL discontinued

· Challenge Cup/Plate/Shield fully implemented, September – June 

The way in which the new national and regional league structure will be formulated for 2006-07 out of the National Clubs League and English Counties League will be as follows:

· Premier Division 1 will be formed from the eight NCL Division 1 teams, plus the two promoted NCL Division 2 teams

· Premier Division 2 will be formed from the remaining six NCL Division 2 teams, plus the two promoted NCL Division 3 teams, and a further two teams which will be determined by means of a play-off between the NCL Division 3 teams in places 3-6

· All other NCL teams will go into their respective Regional Leagues:

· All NCL Division 1, 2 and 3 clubs will have the option to join their respective Regional Leagues, or the intra-regional structures, if they so wish

· Promotion/relegation will even out playing standards within the leagues within three years

· Open-age county teams may stay together or reform as club teams to access the league structure at regional level in 2006-07

SALISBURY NETBALL ACTIVITIES CURRENTLY TAKING PLACE:

1. High Five Netball

Salisbury District Council and School Sports Co-ordinator
Currently 50 primary schools are involved.  A High 5 programme lasting 6 – 8 weeks supported by the School Sports Co-ordinator.  2 teacher training sessions have been run along with umpiring courses for 15 – 16 year old.

Cluster Festivals are run at the end of the programme and the top 2 teams go through to the finals.  The top 2 teams will be taking part in the Youth Games.

A pack has been produced for teachers to enable them to run the High 5 programme.

In addition approximately 35 children are taking part in a Sports Stars High 5 programme.

There are plans to run a High 5 league consisting of 7 teams 

2. School Netball

School Sports Co-ordinator
A  year 7 Coaching Festival is held annually.  A Festival is to be held in March for each year group. 

Year 7/8 take part in the Youth Games following a 10-week coaching session.

Currently there is a gap in that there doesn’t appear to be much support for training for teachers.

3. Local Leagues
