	Umpiring


	· Beginners Umpire Course on Friday 25 April - 7-10pm (theory) at The Cloisters (upstairs), Salisbury; and Sunday 27 April - 10-4pm (practical) at Westwood Netball Centre. 
All teams without umpires MUST provide 2 people for this course. So far we have 1 name.

We will need players for the Sunday session - normally from 12noon.  Names to Tash or Jo.
This is compulsory to teams with no umpires.  And it’s not as scary as it looks – honest!
· Recently we have had some negative feedback from umpires regarding some players.  Can we remind everyone that there is a code of conduct in place (see attached) which all players must be aware of.  


Umpires must ensure that the dissent rule is used appropriately.  If you are a beginner and don’t feel 
confident to impose this rule, speak to your fellow umpire (if a C award or above) they will support 
you and your decisions.
· Please can we remind everyone that the umpire’s decision is final and it won’t change!

· Unfortunately there have been a few occasions where umpires have failed to turn up and the teams failed to find a replacement.  The rules state: - ‘If an umpire is not available then the team must provide a suitable replacement themselves.  Any team failing to provide an umpire, after their 1st offence, will have 2 points deducted from their total for each offence, and will lose their league commitment levy.  Teams are responsible for fulfilling their umpiring commitment.  This includes checking with their nominated umpire each week to ensure they are available.’ 
In view of this the following clubs have lost their levy: Blue Jay’s A, Phoenix Knights and Godolphin.

I would like to thank the individuals that stepped in at the last minute to cover these commitments.

· There is a ‘C’ award course taking place on Sunday 30th March in Swindon for which you have already received the details and all Beginners should take this opportunity to be tested.  You will be tested this year anyway.  It’s fully subsidised so it won’t cost you anything.
